Suggested Changes


Art. 1   Sec. 2 – Change last line to read- The Board of Directors has the authority to change the                               

            Date upon reasonable notice to the members.

Sec. 4 – change second sentence to – Said notice shall be sent to the members address appearing on the books of the Club, or the members email address or the members fax number.  

Sec 6 – take out – there shall be no cumulative voting

Suggested changes to the Marlin Club Trophies

1. Create a perpetual trophy for the following categories:

A. First release fish of the year – Junior

B. First release fish of the year  - Senior 

C. Last release fish of the year - Junior

D. Last release fish of the year – Senior

Suggested Sponsorship of each of the above perpetual trophies will be $500.00.  The sponsorship money will be set aside in a special fund and only used to support the above trophies.  

2. Interpretation of the Rules for Buttons:

For those buttons, which no weight is required, a released fish will qualify as taken.  

3. Clarification of the Category – Other Trophies – All Members

Both junior and senior members will compete equally for all trophies in this category. 

Hook Lock – How to make a Hook Lock, to set your trolling lure hook in a fixed position. Order some test tube stoppers with one hole. One source is $9.99 for a pound - approximately 50 - of #1 (19mm top diameter 14mm bottom diameter).

	There is a raised impression of the number "1" on the large end. Take a razor blade and cut it off to get the surface flat. 
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	Some of the lures that have a raised area around the hole. The lure surface needs to be flat or…
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	Cut the stopper so that it accommodates the lure surface and sits flat.
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	Super Glue seems to work pretty good.
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The crimp from the leader can be pushed into the stopper to hold it in a fixed position.
