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Guy Harvey  -  Portraits from the Deep . Fishing and tagging White Marlin in La Guaira, Venezuela and the Tropic Star Lodge, Panama, with John Graves, to determine mortality rates. Of 20 white marlin hooked with a “J” hook, tagged with a popup tag, designed to release after 10 days, 7 out of 20 tagged fish died within the 10 days. During the same time period, 20 White Marlin caught on a circle hook survived the 10 days . Of 60 White Marlin caught on a circle hook, of various brands, including offset circle hooks, only one fish died in the 10 days
